The story about Pascal, coincidentally, was one I was using for this 
newsletter, and had saved from an article in a Westmont College 
Magazine, torn out and sitting on my desk for quite a while.  Im just 
going to quote it, giving thanks to the author of it (whose name I don’t 
have).

The article, in summary, says something like this: Pascal thought 
considerably about the possibility of GOD, and had an “experience” - a 
god-experience - which changed his life. During this experience, he 
drew a cross and rays of light on a piece of parchment and sewed it 
inside his coat lining. I imagined what this might look like and made 
several stained glass patterns inspired by its “inspiration to me”. The 
picture and poem were found after his death:  FIRE.  God of Abraham, 
God of Isaac, God of Jacob, not of the philosophers and scholars. 
Certitutde, Certitude, Feeling. Joy. Peace. God of Jesus Christ. 
Forgetfulness of the world and of everything except God.  Joy, joy, 
joy, tears of joy.  
 



Another great mind struggled with the concept of GOD, that was CS 
Lewis, who was convinced that god existed because of the presence 
something like the “god consciousness” saying that we know there must 
be god by our recognition of “goodness” and our ability to choose good 
over not doing good. Lewis went through every philosophical maneuver 
possible, ultimately believing, convincing many THOMASes like myself 
that the eternal exists and that christ was his emissary.  

I should have such a brain as great as Pascal or Lewis. (LOL), I need to 
rest in the thoughts of those way smarter than I, that came to a believe in 
the eternal and ultimate.
